“Bulldozer Committee” Shall Clear Path 
for Businessmen

yesterday informed journalists about the 
first ten economic roadblocks that 
businessmen indicated in their answers to 
the Bulldozer Committee.  
 
Ten barriers 
 
They, above all, propose harmonization of 
criteria for the lowest capital amount for a 
limited liability company, double taxation 
on profit tax, liberalization of bus schedule 
in BiH Federation, abolishing rules on 
reciprocity in the inter-entity transport 
aiming at improvement of refugee return 
i.e. returnee transport, streamlining of 
tourist agency contributions and 
accommodation fees.  
He further mentions the need for 
improvement of inspection in the field of 
tourism and catering. He warns about 
counterproductive amendments to the RS 
Law on company privatization, the need 
for removing double taxation in the field of 
forestry in FBiH, and to simplify 
registration procedure for direct foreign 
investments. Wolf emphasized that 
everything mentioned above was only the 
first part of a large work, aiming at 
liberalization and simplification of 
business start-up procedures in BiH. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Laws and regulations  
 
“The Bulldozer Committee decided to try 
to remove 50 economic roadblocks. So far, 
our attention was drawn to 90 regulations 
and laws. There are discussions with 
hundreds of businessmen in order to be 
defined what exactly should be done. Also, 
consultations are made with local 
businessmen associations, regional 
development agencies, chambers of 
commerce…” Wolf told journalists. 
These activities are implemented in the 
spirit of HR’s proclamation that “BiH can 
become attractive for businessmen, only if 
they talk to businessmen,” Wolf said.
