Changes to 50 Laws Recommended 
 
13 disputable laws identified on the state level, 28 in F BiH, 18 in the RS 

and five in Brcko District  
 
 

    [P.4] In yesterday’s session of the 
Board for economic development 
and European integration of BiH, 
Bulldozer Committee submitted a 
report to representatives of BiH 
authorities and international 
community, recommending changes 
in 50 laws that were identified as 
roadblocks for economic recovery 
and development of BiH. 
As Tomislav Grizelj, the Committee 
member explained, there is a number 
of disputable laws on various levels, 
and eventually 13 law changes have 
been recommended for the state 
level, 28 for F BiH, 18 for the RS 
and five for Brcko District.  
Adnan Terzic, Chairman of BiH 
Council of Ministers and entity 
prime ministers, Ahmet Hadzipasic 
and Dragan Mikerevic agreed in 
evaluation that engaging of their 
own forces in creation of a new 
environment is a prerequisite for 
employment increase by 
strengthening the private sector and 

reducing public consumption, 
establishment of a stable social 
protection system and joining of BiH 
to European integrations. They 
emphasized this standpoint in a 
jointly signed statement, calling on 
BiH citizens to support economic 
reforms and participate in preparing 
of BiH development strategy. 
Readiness of BiH authorities to take 
over economic fate of the country in 
their hands was also welcomed by 
Joseph Ingram, World Bank Mission 
Director in BiH and Renco Davidi, 
deputy head of EC delegation in 
BiH. 
“This is the beginning of a new 
development phase in BiH, i.e. 
moving from reconstruction phase to 
the real economic transition and 
integration into Europe,” Ingram and 
Davidi jointly concluded.
