Bulldozer Takes Momentum 
 
 

    SARAJEVO – Representatives of 
the Bulldozer Committee and 
delegates of BiH, RS, FBiH and 
Brcko Dictrict parliaments agreed 
yesterday in Sarajevo that it is 
necessary to urgently implement 50 
recommendations for improvement 
of business environment, in order to 
remove the existing administrative 
roadblocks, Srna reported. 
 Opening the first joint meeting, 
attended by 250 delegates, 
businessmen and representatives of 
the international community in BiH, 
Speaker of BiH Parliament House of 
Representatives, Sefik Dzaferovic 
pointed out that the initiative on 
change or passing of 50 legal 
documents that would improve 
business environment came from 
businesspeople and that it 
“represents connection between 
legislation and practice.”   
Addressing the gathered,  
RS Prime Minister,  

Dragan Mikerevic emphasized that it 
takes courage of legislative and 
executive authorities for economic 
reforms, and Bulldozer Committee 
recommendations are just one 
segment, and also that the 
international community should act 
more like a partner, and less like a 
mentor in the process.   
BiH Prime Minister, Ahmet 
Hadzipasic said that Bulldozer 
Committee initiative for removal of 
business roadblocks “unfortunately 
came from the international 
community, and not local 
authorities,” and that its 
recommendations clearly point out 
the need for creation of single 
economic space in BiH and do not 
allow any postponements or delays. 
Presenting the work of the 
Bulldozer Committee, its member – 
businessman Tomislav Grizelj said 
that 50 defined recommendations 
could be implemented in 150 days, 
as anticipated at its formation.
