There Is No More Important Task 
Than Economic Reforms 

 
    
[P.4] At the National Theater in 
Sarajevo, meeting between BiH 
parliamentarians from all authority 
levels and Bulldozer Committee 
members took place. 
“Aim of this meeting is to inform 
parliaments about Bulldozer 
Committee recommendations and 50 
measures for improvement of business 
environment in BiH,” Sefik 
Dzaferovic, Chairman of BiH House of 
Representatives said.  
 
Removing the roadblocks 
 
Dragan Mikerevic, RS Prime Minister 
said that it is time to remove and clear 
all roadblocks for business in BiH, and 
President of BiH Federation, Ahmed 
Hadzipasic emphasized that currently 
there is no more important task than 
economic reforms. 
The Principal Deputy High 
Representative, Donald Hays requested 
from members of BiH parliaments, as 
elected citizen representatives, to help 
in creation of jobs and attracting of 
foreign investors to BiH.   
 
Starting the engine 
 
“Time is running out,” Hays said, 
adding that delegates have a huge 

responsibility to ensure joining of BiH 
to the EU, competing with neighbors.  
The US diplomat pointed out that by 
Bulldozer Committee work, engines 
for creation of better business 
environment in BiH are just starting. 
“No one should underestimate urgency 
of this matter. Time is not on your 
side. Unless implementation of reforms 
is accelerated, BiH economy shall be 
faced with serious consequences;” 
Hays warned. 
He said that BiH political leaders are 
the ones who could provide 
prerequisites for accelerated economic 
growth, and that the path towards this 
growth leads through unrelenting and 
useful dialogue of politicians and 
business community representatives. 
 
What do businessmen need? 
 
Paddy Ashdown’s Principal Deputy 
mentioned that businessmen need a 
single economic space, liberalization, 
pragmatic and quick privatization, 
transparent and fast decision in case of 
any commercial dispute, quick 
authorities, inclined towards export-
oriented economy, and that creation of 
these prerequisites is not an impossible 
or difficult job. “Everyone shall benefit 
from its success” Hays said.
