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What do Bulldozer Committee measures bring? 
  

Drive to Uncertainty 
 

It can happen that governments and parliaments reject reforms 
proposed by the Bulldozer Committee for justified reasons, Zlatko Hurtic 

thinks

development strategy, Zlatko Hurtic expressed 
doubts that measures proposed by the Bulldozer 
Committee can be implemented in such short time 
period, set by international organizations.  
    “We think that most measures must and should be 
implemented, but this looks like a “rush in” system. It 
is not adequate in our reality, because each mentioned 
measure raises other measures, “ Zlatko Hurtic, 
Bulldozer Committee member told our newspaper. 
        He emphasizes that proposals of the Committee 
that was formed by the High Representative, Paddy 
Ashdown in November last year do not have to be 
good and that it can happen that governments and 
parliaments reject them for justified reasons. 
Fifty reforms that should be implemented by April 12 
this year concern the work of private companies, their 
registration, functioning of chambers of commerce. 
Also, the measures are related to the issues of 
environment and forestry, tourism, trade, labor 
market, transport and finance. 
They propose abolishment of concrete obligations, 
current rules, common levies and taxes etc. 
Hurtic warns that, if they abolish some taxes, like the 
one for atomic shelters in the BiH Federation, 
municipal budgets will have problems.   
“Atomic shelter fee is not small, and it is an important 
item in municipal and Federation budgets. If it is 
abolished, this will create additional concerns 
because it will disable filling of municipal 
budgets”, Hurtic gave the concrete example. He 
warns that many of the proposals can be “requests of 
certain lobbies that wish to implement their interests, 
violating interests of others.” 
Hurtic says that forming of the Bulldozer Committee 
is the result of non-existence of a dialogue between 
governments and businessmen and non-functioning of 
chambers. 
“The Bulldozer Committee does the job that 
chambers and newly-founded businessmen 
associations are in charge of,” Hurtic said. 
 
As we found out at the OHR economic department, 
none of the proposed measures has been implemented 

so far, but some are in the procedure of governments 
or parliaments. 
“Private entrepreneurs gave proposals, they have been 
forwarded to governments that should further work 
them out and give their opinion about them,” we were 
told at OHR. 
They emphasize that the objective was fulfilled with 
the very fact that problems were identified and 
recommendations for removing them were given.  
International representatives think that measures must 
be implemented urgently, as Bulldozer Committee 
recommended, or modified by governments or 
parliaments.  
OHR thinks that non-implementation of economic 
measures puts BiH in subordinate position among 
neighboring countries.   
“BiH economy is already not competitive 
with Croatian, Hungarian, and especially 
Czech, Slovakian, Slovenian and other 
central and eastern European economies,” 
they told us at the OHR economic 
department.
