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Sarajevo: FBiH Government Session  
  

Bulldozer Committee Proposals Adopted  
 

 
SARAJEVO – FBiH Government session 
that took place on Monday in Sarajevo was 
fully dedicated to implementation of 
Bulldozer Committee proposals on laws 
that should improve implementation of 
economic reforms and creation of a 
favorable business environment.  
As they stated after the session, by defined 
law proposals that shall be sent to the 
FBiH Parliament for adoption in an urgent 
procedure, with previously established 
laws, the FBIH government fulfills 
obligations that, according to the Bulldozer 
Committee, concern FBiH. 
The proposed amendments to the FBiH 
Law on chambers of commerce, a 
transitional six-month period has been 
anticipated, when the new law provisions 
shall be implemented. This was done so 
that chambers of commerce are able to 
transform and start functioning based on 
the new organization, as the key change in 
the Law is abolishing of compulsory 
membership in chambers of commerce. 
Membership in the FBiH Craft Chamber 
shall also be voluntary, instead of the 
existing compulsory membership, in 
accordance with defined amendments to 
the Craft law. 
For the purpose of inter-entity 
harmonization of conditions that 
companies and other legal entities are to 
fulfill concerning number of employees for 
a registered business, a commission was 
founded that will propose harmonized 
solutions within 60 days, in cooperation 
with RS representatives. 
The possibility of hiring trainees without 
being full time employees, provided that 
they have certain rights from health and 
pension insurance and the right on a fee are 

novelties in the proposed Law on 
amendments to the Law on labor. During 
the training, a trainee shall not be erased 
from the records on the unemployed. Aim 
of this amendment is to encourage 
employers to hire young and educated 
people.  
FBiH Government adopted principles of 
changing the sales tax collection points for 
excise products.  
Prerequisites for amending rulebooks in 
the area of transport and communications, 
as stated at the session, are prior changes in 
legislation on the state level. Accordingly, 
the FBiH Government shall send these 
initiatives to the BiH Council of Ministers, 
adopting Bulldozer Committee principles.
