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Second Bulldozer Committee Phase Begins Soon  
  

Promoting Interests of Business 
Community and Civil Society  

 
For the purpose of better understanding, ownership and better implementation 
chances in the future, relevant government and parliamentary officials and 
commissions should be included in the second phase 
 
[P.7] SARAJEVO – The Bulldozer 
Committee, which includes representatives 
of business associations, regional 
development agencies, NGOs, trade unions 
and government officials on various levels, 
shall start the second phase with emphasis 
on local participation in the process. They 
say in the OHR that this will be done based 
on experience and success of the first 
phase of this initiative. During the first 
phase, the Committee managed to establish 
working partnership between 
entrepreneurs, civil society and politicians. 
OHR announces that on the day when all 
50 proposals are adopted, the second 
Bulldozer phase shall be initiated for 
promotion of legitimate interests of 
business community and civil society, 
creation of working partnership with 
selected representatives and strengthening 
of local representative associations. With 
this objective, Bulldozer Committee shall 
identify organizations that represent local 
companies all around BiH, so that they can 
take over the process. These regional 
bulldozer committees will establish 
organizations that represent local 
companies in their areas. They shall focus 
on identification of new reforms on 
municipal, canton and regional levels and 
supervision of implementation of reforms 
from the first phase on the local level. 
Local authorities are the ones who are 
closest to companies and civil society, and 
it is important to start a dialogue with 
them. From the beginning, regional 

committees shall look for similar partners 
in local governments – on canton, regional 
and municipal levels, they say at the OHR. 
Objective of the committees will also be to 
include politicians to represent them on 
entity or state parliaments, within 
committees in their local regions. For the 
purpose of better understanding, ownership 
and better implementation chances in the 
future, relevant government and 
parliamentary officials and commissions 
should be included in the second phase.  
Promoting the process of economic 
reforms with participation of government 
representatives, and promoting a dialogue 
of third parties between various parties 
from the civil society are major objectives 
announced by the OHR.
