Announced continuation of the “bulldozer” action 
  

“Prosperity Roses” In the Garden 
 
Local and foreign officials marked the success in passing 50 economic reforms by 
planting 12 roses in the National Museum in Sarajevo  
 
 
[P. 6] If you don’t have any money, if 
you don’t receive pensions regularly, and 
you can only dream of health insurance, 
starting on Thursday, you will be able to 
stop by at the Botanical Garden of the 
National Museum in Sarajevo and share 
your secret with a yellow rose at the end of 
the Prosperity Garden.  
 
Protocols 
This flowery specimen of an unseen beauty 
was planted on Wednesday by Paddy 
Ashdown, the High Representative of the 
international community, marking the 
successful completion of the first 
Bulldozer batch of economic reforms. 
Roses of various colors were also planted 
and shall be watered by Adnan Terzic, 
Ahmet Hadzipasic, Dragan Mikerevic, 
Sefik Dzaferovic, Velimir Jukic, Dragan 
Kalinic, Muhamed Ibrahimovic, Slavko 
Matic, Remzija Kadic, Sinisa Kisic  and 
seven representatives of regional bulldozer 
committees.  
Before they took shovels and started 
gardening, the highest state and entity 
representatives together signed the 
protocol for prosperity at the flowery décor 
of the Botanical Garden at the museum in 
Sarajevo. By this document, they 
committed to ensure implementation of 50 
adopted reforms and do everything they 
can in order to complete the second 
bulldozer phase as successfully as the 
previous one. 
It was announced that the adopted reforms 
would be applicable by August 1, by which 
time, the prime minister Hadzipasic hopes, 

entity and Brcko District governments will 
put an end to the double taxation principle 
and adopt amendments to the Law on sales 
tax.  
The prime minister, Adnan Terzic hopes 
that the second phase of economic reforms 
would be the last one and that BiH will 
have the best environment for foreign 
investments in the Balkans after that. 
 
Six teams 
Bulldozer II will work in six regional 
teams and one team for agriculture, and 
apart from businessmen, authorities and 
the OHR, the trade union and various 
citizen associations will participate in 
preparing economic reforms in the future. 
For now, Terzic was able to promise that in 
the next two months ten reforms would be 
adopted.
