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Bulldozer Committee will soon start preparing new 
amendments to laws 

  

50 New Reforms by December 4  
 
Seven committees have been formed, including a committee for agriculture  

 
[P.6] “50 new bulldozer reforms should be 
defined by 20th of September, and 
implemented by 4th of December,” 
Benjamin Herzberg, OHR official said on 
Tuesday. Herzberg presented the second 
phase of the Bulldozer project to FBiH 
parliamentarians and businessmen, saying 
that not only businessmen, but also trade 
unions would participate in selection of 
reforms.  
“We formed six regional committees and 
one Committee for agriculture, which will 
define what should be changed in order to 
facilitate business in BiH,” he said. 
OHR officials and the prime minister, 
Adnan Terzic agreed that by August 1 the 
government’s emergency reform unit 
would be formed, which will coordinate 
work of bulldozer committees and collect 
reform proposals. So far, FBiH prime 
minister, Ahmet Hadzipasic accepted to 
form such unit. Herzberg said that 
governments would in this way participate 
in preparing of reforms, and that “there 
will be no surprises.” 
“Reforms must be harmonized with 
macroeconomic standards, which means 
that, for instance, a proposal to abolish all 
taxes would not be adopted. All proposals 
that do not lead towards harmonization of 
entity regulations will be rejected,” 
Herzberg said. In the end of September, a 
new reform plan will be presented to 
governments and, according to the 
Bulldozer committee plan, delegates 
should adopt it during November. 
The Bulldozer Committee was formed 
after a decision of the HR, Paddy 
Ashdown in the end of last year and in the 

beginning of this year it offered a batch of 
50 reforms that should, as OHR explained, 
facilitate business practices.
