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Bulldozer Committee proposes new economic reforms 
  

19 New Measures Adopted  
 
The Committees have been formed, including a committee for agriculture  

 
[P.5] The Bulldozer Committee on 
Tuesday defined 19 economic reforms that 
should be confirmed by BiH parliaments 
by the end of the year. Although they 
discussed 21 measures proposed by 
regional offices, the Bulldozer Committee 
rejected the one for protecting BiH forests 
from cutting and ban on export of logs. 
Although BiH governments supported the 
ban on export of logs, international 
financial institutions did not. The head of 
the Bulldozer Committee, Benjamin 
Herzberg said that this was the first set of 
measures, and that by September the 
Committee should propose 50 economic 
reforms to BiH parliaments.   
“BiH authorities adopted a set of economic 
measures in the first Bulldozer phase, but 
their implementation is slow. It took longer 
for BiH authorities to publish these 
measures in official gazettes, than for the 
Bulldozer Committee to prepare them,” 
Herzberg said. 
Regional committees actually proposed 
more than 50 measures, but many of them 
were rejected. Among the adopted 
measures are the ones to support 
reconstruction of elektroprivredas and 
implementation of the Power III project, 
defining competencies between the 
Federation and cantons in using natural 
resources, harmonization and 
implementation of regulations on fuel 
quality, reducing monopoly in the 
information-communications sector, 
reducing barriers for sale of shares of RS 
companies, establishing FBiH veterinary 
office, but also simplifying procedures for 
publishing official gazettes.  

The Bulldozer Committee on Tuesday 
rejected the measure proposed by regional 
committees to improve procedures of 
issuing CRA licenses.
