The Same Privileges for Local and 
Foreign Investors 

 
Regional Bulldozer Committees want to select proposals they will vote on 
 
[P.13] Members of “Drvo BiH” association, in 
a meeting last week in Bihac unanimously 
supported two new proposals that should be 
voted on today, at the third Bulldozer Plenary 
Session. 
 
“Export prices” 
The first proposal is to equalize and approve 
the same privileges for local and foreign 
investors and the second one is approving of 
special “export” price of electricity for BiH 
companies that sell their products abroad, i.e., 
as the Association members say, that all BiH 
export companies pay the same price for 
electricity as the company “Aluminij” from 
Mostar.  
As Alija Remzo Baksic, secretary of the 
association “Drvo BiH” that includes 80 
companies from wood processing industry 
from both entities told Dnevni Avaz, all 
regional Bulldozer committees supported the 
two proposals at the meeting in Bihac. 
“We have full support from all our members 
and all regional committees for the two new 
proposals that we had already sent to the 
Bulldozer Committee,” Baksic said.  
If these two proposals get adopted on today’s 
session of the Bulldozer Committee, they will 
be forwarded to BiH parliaments for adoption. 
However, due to complicated procedure and 
proposal selection, they fear at the “Drvo BiH” 
that the proposals might not reach the 
Bulldozer Committee today.
