Another 50 Economic Reforms Promoted 
 
Abolishing of semi-annual reports, abolishing of export of raw logs from BiH 
and the Law on Financial Leasing are some of new recommendations  
 
[P.02] Srecko Boras, one of the Bulldozer 
coordinators submitted yesterday in Sarajevo 
50 new economic reforms proposed by seven 
regional Bulldozer committees to the state, 
FBiH and RS prime ministers and the deputy 
mayor of Brcko District.  
These proposals, which have been collected 
during the last two-three months within the 
Bulldozer Phase II shall be sent to Parliaments 
for adoption, they announced yesterday at the 
ceremony also attended by the High 
Representative, Paddy Ashdown.  
 
The new proposals include recommendations 
to abolish monopoly in implementation of 
advertising campaigns and harmonization of 
laws on profit tax, passing of a Law on 
financial leasing and abolishing of six-month 
income statements for companies. Apart from 
this, there are also reform proposals for public 
procurement regulations, regulating export of 
raw logs from BiH, employment of invalids by 
introducing tax relief and simplifying 
procedures for the so-called lon-jobs.  
“New Emergency Reform Units have also been 
formed. There will be four such units – state, 
FBiH, RS and Brcko District,” Mirza Hajric, 
director of the Foreign investment Promotion 
Agency and the state unit coordinator said.
