NOTE: On the day of entering into force of the Law on Salaries and Compensations of the Police Officials of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, published in the  “Official Gazette of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina”, 45/10, 29.7.2010,  provisions on salaries and allowances and other compensations, if is not prescribed by this Law otherwise, of the Law on Police Officials shall cease to be valid.
Pursuant to Article IV B 7 a) (IV) of the Constitution of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, I hereby enact the
DECREE
ON PROMULGATION OF THE LAW ON AMENDMENTS TO THE LAW ON POLICE OFFICIALS OF THE FEDERATION OF BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA

The Law on Amendments to the Law on Police Officials of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina enacted by the Parliament of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina at the session of the House of Representatives of 22nd July 2008 and at the session of the House of Peoples of 17th October 2008 is hereby promulgated.

ON AMENDMENTS TO THE LAW ON POLICE OFFICIALS OF THE FEDERATION OF BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA
Article 1

In the Law on Amendments to the Law on Police Officials of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina ("Official Gazette of the Federation Bosnia and Herzegovina", No. 27/05), in the title of Article 5, after the word "insignia", the words "and uniform" shall be added.  

Article 2

In Article 9, paragraph 3, the words: " Internal Control and Inspection Unit (hereinafter: Internal Control Department)" shall be replaced with the words: "Professional Standards Unit".  

Article 3

In Article 12, paragraph 1, the words: "any other public document" shall be replaced with the words: "any other public document".  (Translator’s remark: change relevant only in Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian)

Article 4

In Article 13, paragraph 1, second line, the word "document" shall be replaced with the word "document", and in the third line, the words: "that document" shall be replaced with the words: "that document".  (Translator’s remark: change relevant only in Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian)

Article 5

In Article 17, paragraph 2, the words: "who is declared missing" shall be replaced with the words: "whose missing is reported".  

Article 6

In Article 20, the words: "there is reasonable doubt" shall be replaced with the words: "there are grounds for suspicion".  

Article 7

In Article 24, paragraph 1, second line (Translator’s remark: first line in our English translation), the word "take" shall be replaced with the word "transport", and in the seventh line (Translator’s remark: fifth line in our English translation) after the word "pursuit", a comma and the word "transport" shall be added.  

Article 8

In Article 32, paragraphs 1, 3, 4 and 5, in Article 108, paragraphs 2, 3, 4 and 5, and in Article 111, paragraphs 1 and 2, the words: " Internal Control Department " in different grammatical cases shall be replaced with the words: "Professional Standards Unit" in corresponding grammatical cases.  

Article 9

In Article 46, paragraph 1, subparagraph i) shall be deleted.  

Article 10

In Article 63, paragraph 1, shall be amended to read:  

"Cadet assigned to the work post of a police official holding a rank of a Police Officer or Junior Inspector shall undergo a probation period. The probation period of police officials shall include both an induction and a performance period and shall have an overall duration of twelve months.”  

Article 11

In title of Article 66 and in paragraphs 2 and 3, the word "Deployment" in different grammatical cases shall be replaced with the word "Sending" in corresponding grammatical case.
Article 12

In Article 74 paragraph 2 shall be amended to read:  

"Police officials who apply for promotion to the rank of Sergeant, Junior Inspector and Independent Inspector are obliged to pass internal exams for promotion in the police body according to the regulation referred to in Paragraph 1 of this Article."
Article 13

In Article 75, after paragraph 1, new paragraph 2 shall be added to read:  

"(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subparagraphs 1 and 2, paragraph 1 of this Article, the promotion of the police official to a higher rank for work posts where two ranks are required, which are occupied by the police officials holding lower ranks, shall be carried out without advertisement of the vacancy, upon application of the police official, if he/she meets the criteria referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article."  

Current paragraphs 2 to 6 shall become paragraphs 3 to 7.  

Article 14

In Article 76, paragraph 3, fourth line (Translator’s remark: second line in our English translation), the words: "is deployed" shall be replaced with the words: "when is sent".

Article 15

In Article 78, paragraph 5, the words: "early or" shall be deleted.

Article 16

In Article 85 paragraph 3 shall be amended to read:

"The coefficient for the rank of Chief Inspector General of Police shall be three and a half times higher than the lowest coefficient for the rank of the Police Officer, provided that it cannot pass into the salary grade of a minister, and the lowest coefficient for the rank of the Police Officer cannot be lower than the lowest coefficient of the employee with secondary school qualifications in the Federation administrative organs."
Article 17

In Article 88, paragraph 1, the word "single" shall be deleted.

In paragraph 2, the words: " once a year for one-month period " shall be replaced with the words: "twice during one calendar year."

Article 18

In Article 90, new paragraph 2 shall be added to read:  

(2) "Police official who exercised the right to a per diem shall not be entitled to the overtime pay."

Article 19

In Article 92, paragraph 2, in the end of the sentence (Translator’s remark: middle of the sentence in our English translation), after the word "officials", full stop shall be replaced with a comma, and the words: "and nine monthly salaries for the police officials with 10 to 15 years of working experience".

Article 20

In Article 94, paragraph 1, after subparagraph g), new subparagraph h) shall be added to read:

"h) For jubilee awards".

Article 21

In Article 107, paragraph 1, subparagraph 3, after the word "duty", the words: " for the period of two years" shall be added.  

In subparagraph 22, the words: "or firearms" shall be deleted.  

Article 22

Article 110 shall be amended to read:  

"Organs of the Disciplinary Procedure

(1) The organs for the disciplinary proceeding shall be the Disciplinary Commission and Disciplinary Prosecutor.  

(2) The Disciplinary Commission shall be established by the Head of the police organ, and shall be composed of a chair, two members and the same number of deputies. Two of the members and one deputy shall be police officials with the minimum rank of High Inspector, while other member and the deputy shall be civil servants. One member of the Commission shall have a degree in law.

(3) The Chair of the Disciplinary Commission shall be the most senior ranking police official.

(4) The Disciplinary Prosecutor and his/her deputy shall be appointed by the Head of the police organ for the period of two years, and their mandates can be renewed for another two years.

(5) The Disciplinary Prosecutor shall represent the request for initiation of a disciplinary procedure before the Disciplinary Commission and Police Board.

(6) The Disciplinary Prosecutor shall be authorized to undertake all the actions as the party to the proceedings, and shall be entitled to inspection of the complete file of the case on initiation of the disciplinary procedure, and may also request other information from other organizational units of the Police Administration as well as from other legal and natural persons for which he/she assesses that are required for the initiated disciplinary procedure.

(7) The manner of working, voting and decision-making shall be defined in the by-law referred to in Paragraph 4 of Article 105 of this Law."

Article 23

In Article 112, paragraph 3 in the table, column "Points", in third line, number "14" shall be replaced with the number "15".

Article 24

In Article 114, paragraph 1 shall be amended to read:

"A police official shall be immediately suspended from tasks and duties that he/she performs or from the police body:

a) If criminal proceedings have been initiated against the police official for the criminal offense committed in the course of carrying out the police powers, or

b) If the police official is in detention, or

c) If the criminal offenses for which the sanction of imprisonment of minimum 3 years can be pronounced are involved, and/or

d) If the police official was found in perpetration of the criminal offense.

After paragraph 1, new paragraph 2 shall be added to read:

"(2) The Head of the police body may suspend the police official from the tasks and duties he/she carries out, or suspend him/her from the police body if there are grounds for suspicion that he/she committed the criminal offense or serious violation of the official duty and if, taking into consideration the nature of the criminal offense or nature of the serious violation of the official duty, as well as the circumstances in which the criminal offense, i.e. the serious violation of the official duty, was committed, can be reasonably believed that it would damage the interests of the service or internal procedure."

Current paragraphs 2 to 5 shall become paragraphs 3 to 6.

Article 25

In Article 122 item 3 shall be amended to read:

"Reaching 65 years of age and at least 20 years of contribution to the pension fund or forty (40) years of contribution to the pension fund regardless to the age;”

Item 4 shall be amended to read:

"When the competent body of the Pension and Disability Insurance establishes the lost of the working ability – on the day of serving the final decision on establishing the lost of the working ability;”

Item 7 shall be amended to read:

"When he/she does not report to work without authorization for five consecutive days;"

Item 11 shall be deleted.

Article 26

After Article 128, new Article 128a shall be added to read:

"Article 128a


Transitional Provisions on Employment
(1) A police body may within six months from the day this Law enters into force employ the police officials who are currently employed in a police body in Bosnia and Herzegovina n the basis of the public advertisement for all ranks, including the ranks of the Police Officer and Junior Inspector.

(2) The provisions of Chapter V of the Law shall not apply to the police officials referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article except this Article stipulates otherwise.

(3) The provisions of articles 55 and 58 of the Law shall not apply to the persons employed in accordance with paragrapho1 of this Article.

(4) During the transitional period referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the police body shall also employ the cadets referred to in chapters V and VI of the Law for two levels of entry referred to in Article 42 of the Law.

(5) The Minister shall within 30 days from the day this Law enters into force enact the Rulebook on Employment and Selection of the Police Officials during the transitional period referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article."

Article 27

In Article 131, after eleventh line, new twelfth line shall be added to read:  

" - Employment and selection of the police officials (Article 128a, paragraph 5.)".  

Article 28

Article 133 shall be amended to read:

"(1) Unless stipulated otherwise by this Law and in accordance with Bosnia and Herzegovina’s international obligations, an individual shall not, under any circumstances, be employed pursuant to this Law if he/she she was denied certification by the United Nations International Police Task Force (hereinafter: UN/IPTF), or if his/her authorization to exercise police powers has been removed by the United Nations International Police Task Force.

(2) Unless stipulated otherwise by this Law and in accordance with Bosnia and Herzegovina’s international obligations and in addition to the grounds prescribed by this Law to terminate the employment of a police official, the employment of a police official shall be terminated and shall not be renewed under any form or manner and under any circumstances, if his/her authorization to exercise police powers has been removed by the UN/IPTF.

(3) The provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article shall not apply to persons denied certification by the UN/IPTF, who shall, in accordance with the provisions of this Law, be employed with the police body after this Law on Amendments to the Law on Police Officials of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina enters into force.

(4) The persons referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article shall be excluded from application of item b) of Article 46 of the Law.

(5)    "The person denied certification by the UN/IPTF " for the purpose of provision of paragraph 3 of this Article, shall be regarded to be a person who, at the time of submitting the application for employment, is bound to present the fact that the UN/IPTF denied him/her certification.

(6) The presentation of the facts referred to in paragraph 5 of this Article shall be regarded to be "required documentation" for the purpose of the provision of paragraph 1 of Article 51 of the Law.  The said fact is to be presented:

a) In written, and

b) Along with it, the copy of the relevant document of the UN/IPTF confirming deny of certification is to be submitted."

Article 29

This Law shall enter into force on the eighth day following its publication in the “Official Gazette of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina”.
