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Dear Mr. Rahmanovic,

I refer to your letter of 27 April 2000 requesting a written waiver of the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the reallocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Municipality of Banovici to allocate five plots of land, registered in the land books as cadastral units; number 935/103, covering the area of 49 m2 and number 935/104, covering the area of 19 m2 to Mr. Mehmed Lisicic; number 528/51, covering the area of 104 m2 to Mr. Nermin Alispahic – cadastral municiplaity of Grivice; number 1113/308, covering the area of 16 m2 to Mr. Mehmed Hasanovic and number 1113/307, covering the area of 12 m2 to Mr. Enver Hasanovic–cadastral municipality of Repnik, for regular use of  the existing business premises.  

The land records that you enclose demonstrate that the above-mentioned cadastral numbers refer to socially-owned construction land, with the disposal right on the parcels 935/103, 935/104, 1113/308, 1113/307, on the Municipality of Banovici, with no users registered and with the right of use on the parcel 528/51 on the Coal Mine, Banovici.  According to his Statement of 12 September 2002, the Director of the Coal Mine Banovici, Mr. Modric Kadrija agrees with the land allocation in question.  

Based on Article 47 of the Law on Construction Land and on Article 16 of the Municipal Decision on the Construction Land of 9 April 1997, the land allocation in question was confirmed by the Municipal Council of Banovici, in its decision number 16-02-342/02 of 30 April 2002, and approved by the Municipal Public Attorney Mr. Raif Delic, in his opinion number 13/1-79/02-6 of 10 May 2002. 

According to the Statement no: SU-155/02 of 28 May 2002 given by the Chairmen of the Municipal Court of Banovici Mr. Abid Mulic, there is no pending complaints or requests before this court regarding the property in question. 

According to the Municipal Council’s Decision of 30 April 2002 the beneficiaries are obliged to pay the land allocation compensation, each as follows: Mr. Lisicic is obliged to pay amount of 816,00 KM, Mr. Alispahic is obliged to pay amount of 748,80 KM, Mr. Mehmed Hasanovic is obliged to pay amount of 192,00 KM and Mr. Enver Hasanovic is obliged to pay amount of 144,00 KM. 

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Municipality of Banovici to allocate the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
