Dear Ms. Miletić,
I refer to your letter of 10 January 2002 requesting a written waiver of the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans any disposal with the state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Banja Luka City as investor to dispose with land plot 201/15 of old land survey, registered in the land record number 1035 covering the area of 1572 m2 – Budžak cadastral municipality, for the purpose of constructing the two housing objects-Social pedagogical life communities. The objects will be used for accommodation the guardian’s families and the children without parental care, and will be located in Banja Luka, Petra Pecije Street. This land plot corresponds the cadastral plots number 1677/1 and 2627 of new land survey, registered in cadastral record number 986, Budžak cadastral municipality. 

The land record that you enclose demonstrates that the above mentioned cadastral number refers to socially-owned construction land, that the land book right of use rests with the Banja Luka Housing company. Attached to documentation is the agreement of the Basic State Company “Construction Institute” for building the objects-Social pedagogical life communities, in which it was stated that this Institute is legal successor of the Banja Luka Housing Company. SIZ for housing affairs was registered as possessor of the land in the cadastral record.  

In the waiver request number U-221/01 of 10 January 2002, Deputy Public Attorney Ms. Dragica Miletić, states that exclusive right of disposal and usage of the land in question rests with Banja Luka City, and in that respect it is in compliance with Law on Construction Land. The Urban permit number 03-364-1920 was issued on 3 May 2001.  

The Banja Luka City is obliged to pay 7. 757,00 KM for the land facilities (rent). 

As the land was not overtaken from the land book user Banja Luka Housing company whose legal successor is Basic State Company “Construction Institute” who agreed for using the land in particular purpose, the compensation to the previous user was not paid.

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Banja Luka City to dispose with the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
