Dear Mr. Stojanović

I refer to your letter of 20 August, 2001 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the allocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Višegrad Municipality to allocate

for the purpose of temporary business premises construction.

The cadastral records that you enclose demonstrate that the above mentioned cadastral numbers refer to socially-owned construction land, that the right of the land disposal and right of use rests with the Višegrad Municipality and has held this status since 6 April, 1992, with one exception relating to cadastral plot 1940/2, which on April, 6 1992 held the status of public good. On 27 December 2001 the Municipality of Višegrad adopted the Decision number 01-022-74/01, by which the above referenced cadastral plot lost that status and became socially owned property with right of disposal resting with Višegrad Municipality. According to the competition advertised in both Entities, the candidates engaged in scarce economic activities were prioritised in the selection procedure.  

The land allocation in question was confirmed by the Municipal Assembly of Višegrad in its Conclusion number 01-022-55/00 of 20 October, 2000, by which the Urbanism Department was authorised to carry out the parcelling of the land, to determine the purpose and number of business premises. On 3 July 2002 the Municipal Assembly adopted the Decision by which it agreed to the Conclusion of the Commission for the selection of the candidates. 

Upon the authorisation of the Public Attorney with the seat in Srbinje, the land allocation in question was approved by Ms. Slavica Davidović, in her opinion number M-570/02 of 30 May, 2002, certifying that this proposed allocation complies with all relevant laws and regulations including Law on Construction Land (Official Gazette of SR BiH number 34/86,1/90,22/90 and Official Gazette of RS number 29/94,23/98, 5/99) and the Decision on Construction Land (Official Gazette of Višegrad Municipality number 1/97). Further, the Opinion confirms that the Višegrad Municipality, as the registered user of the land, has the authority to carry out the proposed allocation. 

The Ministry for urbanism, housing-communal affairs, civil engineering and ecology also issued an enclosed Opinion expressing its support, for the project and certifying that the proposed allocation fully complies with the relevant Laws and regulations on state and local level. 

The Basic Court in Višegrad certified that the parcels number 1940/2 and 1248/1 of the new land survey cadastral municipality of Višegrad II, were not registered in its land registry, as having disputes related to the plots proposed for allocation. 

The beneficiaries’ request for an urban permit was approved on 19 July 2002.

The above named beneficiaries are obliged to pay monthly rental fee in amount of 2,1 KM per m2 for year 2002. 

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Višegrad Municipality to allocate the aforesaid land to the listed beneficiaries for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.

This waiver is also granted on the understanding and condition that the beneficiaries named above, in as much as they their selves or their immediate family members are users of abandoned/claimed property, they and/or their immediate family members will, in a period of not more than 60 days from the date of your receipt of this decision, fully vacate this property. In addition, within the period stated, they must provide to your office correct documentary evidence, approved by the relevant housing body, that they their selves and/or immediate family members have fully vacated all such property, and that the property remains in a habitable condition. Inasmuch as these conditions are not met, this waiver ceases to be valid immediately upon the expiry of the period stated.
