Dear Mr. Nurikic,

I refer to your letter of 29 May 2001 requesting a written waiver from the High Representative’s Decision of 27 April 2000 that bans the reallocation of state owned property, including former socially-owned property.

In particular, you request this office to allow the Municipality of Srebrenik to allocate two plots of land, registered in the land books as cadastral units number 1323/84, covering the area of 421 m2, and 1323/85, covering the area of 396 m2 – both cadastral municipality of Srebrenik, to the company “GROMEX” Srebrenik for the purpose of building housing and business premises.

The land records that you enclose demonstrate that the above mentioned cadastral numbers refer to socially-owned and undeveloped construction land, with no user registered, and that the right of the land disposal rests with the Municipality of Srebrenik. 

The land allocation in question was confirmed by the Municipal Council, in its decision number 03-31-1123/01 of 10 May 2001, and approved by the Municipal Public Attorney, Mr. Samed Halilovic, in his letter number 04-M-7/01 of 29 May 2001. The Municipal Department for Urban Planning, Housing Issues, Utilities and Reconstruction confirms in its letter number 08-23-1-625/01 of 12 March 2000 that the proposed construction is in accordance with the Srebrenik Regulation Plan, while the President of the Municipal Court of Srebrenik, Mr. Sakib Ibracevic, states in his Opinion number Su-149/01 of 22 May 2001 that the land in question is not subject to any dispute.

The land allocation in question was advertised on the municipal public board on 11 April 2001, while the public auction took place on 27 April 2001. According to the report of 27 April 2001, issued immediately upon the auction, out of the four bids received, the bid of “GROMEX” Srebrenik was the highest (431,000 KM).

In light of the information that you have provided, this office authorises the Municipality of Srebrenik to allocate the aforesaid land for the purpose described above. 

To the extent that this waiver is granted on the basis of the validity of the documentation you have provided, this waiver shall itself cease to be valid if a court of competent jurisdiction, under a final and binding decision, brings into question the authenticity or accuracy of this documentation, and/or the information that it contains.
