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SUBJECT: REFORM OF POLICE STRUCTURES IN BIH
Recognizing the importance of the police reform in BiH, as well as the efforts on the part of the International Community, in cooperation with the local political structures to come up with a compromise solution for the reform of a police structure in BiH, the House of Representatives of the Parliament of FBIH, as the highest legislative body in FBIH, has been following the aforementioned process with a special interest and to that end has held an extraordinary session on 26 September 2007 and adopted the following: 

CONCLUSIONS:

1. The Council of Ministers, OHR, all representatives of BiH authorities involved in the process of the police reform in BiH should ensure the 3 basic principles as defined by the European Union. 

1)  All legislative and budgetary competencies for all police matters must    

     be vested at the State level.
2) No political interference with operational policing.

3) Functional local police areas must be determined by technical policing 

      criteria, where operational command is exercised at the local level.

2. We expect from all participants in the police reform to speed up the work on the reform while adhering to the above-mentioned principles as well as the Resolution by the European Parliament dated March 15, 2007 and individual provisions within the Resolution.  

3. House of Representatives of the Parliament of FBiH, as one of the legislative authorities in BiH, which accepted the Agreement on Restructuring of Police Structures, demands an efficient conducting of this process and its reinstatement within the BiH system institutions in accordance with the constitutional and legal competencies, obligations and responsibilities, and to the benefit of all citizens of BiH.  

4. Given the significance of the police reform, which is a condition for the signing of the Stabilization and Association Agreement, as an essential priority, the House of Representatives of the Parliament of FBiH believes that an active and coordinated relationship of the International Community headed by the EU Representative and at the same time High Representative, as well as members of PIC and Euro-Atlantic integrations (NATO) is necessary and inevitable for the signing of the Agreement.
